The dream world provides us with its unique view on the world and we bring our 
questions, our capacity for learning, and our ability to be surprised. This marriage, of inner world and outer world, can provide our 
lives with much needed insight, energy, passion, and meaning... Sometimes, Active Imagination occurs naturally, without utilizing a 
technique such as was brought to the psychotherapeutic mainstream by C. G. Jung. Events that bring a person to relax their 
everyday awareness (e.g. listening to stories, watching the flames in a fireplace, listening to the sea) can move us into Active 
Imagination." 
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
